BC Hydro Contributes $10,000 to RDFFG Fire and Life Safety House /Mobile EOC 
The Regional District of Fraser-Fort George’s Life Safety Education Team identified a need for a Fire and Life Safety House to assist in providing fire and life safety as well as electrical safety education throughout the region.  The Team is currently raising funds and is seeking corporate partnerships towards the acquisition of a multi-use Fire and Life Safety House/Mobile Emergency Operations Centre.

The Fire and Life Safety House will be used as a tool by the Regional District’s volunteer fire departments to present a life safety message in a professional and user friendly environment to children, parents and seniors.  Children will have the opportunity to participate in fire and life safety as well as electrical safety lessons and to learn important skills that may potentially save their life and the lives of others.

The upgraded multi-use unit will also be a Mobile Emergency Operations Centre which will strengthen the Regional District’s ability to provide an efficient and effective response to emergencies throughout our region.
On behalf of this project the Ferndale/Tabor Volunteer Fire Department Society, the Life Safety Education Team and BC Hydro have created a two-year partnership whereby BC Hydro will be providing $5,000 in 2007 and $5,000 in 2008 for a total contribution of $10,000 towards the cost of the Fire and Life Safety/Mobile Emergency Operations Centre.
“BC Hydro’s first priority in any work situation is safety, both for the public and our employees,” said BC Hydro Northern Community Relations manager, Dave Conway. “We welcome the opportunity to support the Ferndale/Tabor Volunteer Fire Department Society and the Regional District with funding towards a key asset in the safety education of students and others in communities around the region.”
