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3. INTRODUCTION AND BACKGROUND

Foothills Boulevard Regional Landfill operations are carried out under an Operational Certificate
issued by the Ministry of Environment on October 31, 2005. The site is authorized to manage
recyclable material and municipal solid waste originating from within the Regional District of
Fraser-Fort George.

The current LFG well field is composed of 16 vertical collection wells, connected to a main header
via five lateral lines. The vertical extraction wells were constructed using CES-Landtec Accu-Flo
wellheads, non-telescoping perforated PVC well assemblies, 100-millimetre diameter high density
polyethylene (HDPE) laterals, and a 200-millimetre diameter HDPE main header. The main
header pipe conveys LFG to the Control Plant over a distance of approximately 926 metres.
Condensate is managed via two condensate knockouts located adjacent to the Control Plant
(condensate knockout #2) and adjacent to the public transfer station area (condensate knockout
#1). The knockouts include electrically operated pumps. Condensate is conveyed from the
knockouts via a force main to the leachate recirculation sump, located adjacent to condensate
knockout #1. The condensate force main is located in the main header trench, adjacent to the
200-millimetre header pipe.

4. PURPOSE

The purpose of the project is to undertake the construction of the 2011 landfill gas well field
expansion as per the Integrated Draft Landfill Management Plan, issued March 2010, for the
Foothills Boulevard Regional Landfill, based upon the drawings and specifications included in the
Invitation to Tender.

LICENSES, PERMITS AND INSURANCE

The Contractor shall obtain all licenses, permits, approvals, and insurance required under
the laws of the Province of British Columbia with regard to its own activity under this
Contract. The Contractor shall be registered under the Workers’ Compensation Act.

The Contractor shall save harmless the Regional District from any liability and the
Contractor shall have and maintain commercial general liability insurance coverage in the
amount of Five Million ($5,000,000) dollars per occurrence as a minimum and the
Regional District shall be identified as an Additional Insured on the Contractor’s
insurance policy.

The Contractor shall, for itself and for its employees, assume all risk of accidents,
damage, injury or loss resulting from any cause whatsoever in the performance of work.

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19. WORKSAFEBC

Prior to undertaking any of the Work in this Contract, the Contractor will provide its WorkSafeBC
number and will keep current all assessments required to be paid in relation to the Contract
amount. The Contractor will provide a clearance letter from WorkSafeBC to the Regional District
prior to commencement of work and every six (6) months thereafter during the term of the
Contract.

Where the Contractor may not be eligible for WorkSafeBC coverage, the Contractor should
provide a copy of a letter from WorkSafeBC confirming ineligibility.

20. INDEMNITY

Notwithstanding the compliance of the Contractor with all the clauses concerning insurance, the
Contractor shall indemnify, protect, and save harmless the Regional District, its officers, agents,
servants, and employees from and against all actions, claims, demands of any kind, description
and all such actions, causes of actions, claims and demands recoverable by any third party from
the Regional District or the property of the Regional District, shall be paid by the Contractor. If
the Regional District pays, or is required to pay, any damages, costs, or fees on account of the
actions, claims and demands herein recited, or if the property of the Regional District shall be
charged in any way as a result of the aforesaid actions, causes of actions, claims for demands,
then the Regional District shall be entitled to recover from the Contractor all such damages,
costs, fees or other charges together with any costs or expenses incurred in so doing.

21. PAYMENT

211 Payment will be made within thirty (30) days of the Engineer approving the invoice.

21.2 Each progress payment claim is subject to a 10% hold back. All claims must be
accompanied by supporting documentation as to its completion and proof of passing all
required inspections.

21.3  The Regional District will inspect the work before making payment.

21.4  The Regional District may withhold 10% of the total payment due under the Contract as a

performance assurance holdback. The holdback will be released to the Contractor once
the following two conditions have been satisfied:

1. The work has been completed to the satisfaction of the Regional District.

2. The Regional District has received notification from WorkSafeBC that all required
WorkSafeBC assessments have been paid for the period covering the Contract
term.

21.5 The Regional District, without invalidating the Contract, may make changes by altering,
adding to, or deducting from the Work. The Contractor will proceed with the Work as
changed and the Work will be executed under the provisions of the Contract. No
changes will be undertaken by the Contractor without written order of the Regional
District, except in an emergency endangering life or property, and no claims for additional
compensation will be valid unless the change was so ordered. The Regional District will
entertain no payment for extra work or changes in any Contract unless a “Change Order”
form is completed and signed by the Regional District and the Contractor.

21.6 If, in the opinion of the Regional District, such changes affect the Contract amount, these
will be adjusted at the time of ordering the changes.

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26. GREENHOUSE GAS REDUCTIONS RELEASE:

26.1 The successful Tenderer must execute the form of Quitclaim and Release attached as
Appendix “E” to this Tender and deliver the executed Quitclaim and Release to the
Owner on or before the delivery of the Bonds.

26.2  The Contractor must require and obtain from all subcontractors and consultants engaged
in relation to the Project a form of Quitclaim and Release in the form attached as
Appendix “E” to the Instructions to Tenderers along with the bonding referred to in Article
26.1 or, where the subcontractor or consultant is not engaged until after the
commencement of the work, before the subcontractor or consultant commences its work.

27. INSURANCE

The Contractor will, at their own expense, provide the following insurance. Each policy will
contain a clause stating that:

"this policy will not be changed or amended in any way, nor cancelled or
materially changed without the Insured giving at least thirty (30) days notice by
registered mail to the Owner."

Certified copies of these policies will be filed by the Contractor with the Owner prior to
commencement of the Work. The Contractor will provide to the Owner, upon renewal of these
policies, certified copies. In all policies of insurance called for under this Contract (except
automobile insurance on vehicles owned by the Contractor), the Regional District will be named
as Additional Insured and all such insurance will contain a provision that the insurance will apply
as though a separate policy had been issued to each named insured.

27.1 Liability Insurance

The Contractor will buy and keep in force at their expense until completion of the Contract
Personal Injury and Property Damage Liability Insurance. Such insurance will be in the name of
the Contractor and the Owner, and will include a Cross Liability or Severability of Interest clause.
Such insurance will be in a form, and with an insurer, acceptable to the Owner. Both Personal
Injury and Property Damage sections are to provide coverage on an "Occurrence Basis."

The term "Personal Injury" will include:

(a) Bodily injury, sickness or death resulting therefrom.
(b) Libel, slander or defamation of character.

(c) Malicious prosecution.

(d) Invasion of privacy or wrongful entry.

Exclusions pertaining to the following operations are to be deleted:
(a) Excavation

CONTRACT AGREEMENT AND GENERAL CONDITIONS
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The Contractor shall review the Contract Documents and shall promptly report to the Consultant any
error, inconsistency or omission he may discover. Such review by the Contractor shall be to the best of his
knowledge, information and belief and in making such review the Contractor does not assume any respon-
sibility to the Owner or the Consultant for the accuracy of the review. The Contractor shall not be liable for
damage or costs resulting from such errors, inconsistencies or omissions in the Contract Documents
which he did not discover. If the Contractor does discover any error, inconsistency or omission in the
Contract Documents he shall not proceed with the work affected until he has received corrected or mis-
sing information from the Consultant.

The Contractor shall prepare and update as required a construction schedule indicating the timing of the
major activities of the Work. The schedule shall be designed to ensure conformance with the required
Contract Time. The schedule shall be submitted to the Owner and the Consultant for their information
within a reasonable time from the date of Contract award. The Contractor shall monitor the progress of the
Work relative to the schedule and advise the Consultant of any revisions required as the result of delays as
provided in GC 4 — DELAYS, indicating the results expected from the resultant change in schedule.

SUPERINTENDENCE

The Contractor shall employ a competent supervisor and necessary assistants who shall be in attendance
at the Place of the Work while work is being performed.

The supervisor shall be satisfactory to the Consultant and shall not be changed except for good reason and
only then after consultation with the Consultant.

The supervisor shall represent the Contractor at the Place of the Work and instructions given to him by the
Consultant shall be held to have been given to the Contractor. Important instructions shall be confirmed to
the Contractor in writing; other instructions shall be so confirmed if requested.

LABOUR AND PRODUCTS

Unless otherwise stipulated elsewhere in the Contract Documents, the Contractor shall provide and pay
for labour, products, tools, construction machinery and equipment, water, heat, light, power, transporta-
tion and other facilities and services necessary for the performance of the Work in accordance with the
Contract.

Products provided shall be new unless otherwise specified in the Contract Documents. Products which are
not specified shall be of a quality best suited to the purpose required and their use subject to the approval
of the Consultant.

The Contractor shall maintain good order and discipline among his employees engaged on the Work and
shall not employ on the Woerk anyone not skilled in the task assigned to him.

SUBSURFACE CONDITIONS

The Contractor shall promptly notify the Consultant in writing if in his opinion the subsurface conditions at
the Place of the Work differ materially from those indicated in the Contract Documents, or a reasonable
assumption of probable conditions based thereon.

After prompt investigation, should the Consultant determine that conditions do differ materially, he will
issue appropriate instructions for changes in the Work in accordance with GC 11 — CHANGES IN THE
WORK AND EXTRA WORK, and the value of the changes shall be determined in accordance with GC 12
—VALUATION AND CERTIFICATION OF CHANGES IN THE WORK.

USE OF THE WORK

The Contractor shall confine his apparatus, the storage of products, and the operations of his employees
to limits indicated by laws, ordinances, permits or the Contract Documents and shall not unreasonably
encumber the premises with his products.

The Contractor shall not load or permit to be loaded any part of the Work with a weight or force that will
endanger the safety of the Work.
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CLEANUP AND FINAL CLEANING OF THE WORK

The Contractor shall maintain the Work in a tidy condition and free from the accumulation of waste
products and debris, other than that caused by the Owner, Other Contractors or their employees.

Upon attaining Substantial Performance of the Work, the Contractor shall remove his surplus products,
tools, construction machinery and equipment not required for the performance of the remaining work. He
shall also remove waste products and debris other than that caused by the Owner, Other Contractors or
their employees, and leave the Work clean and suitable for occupancy by the Owner unless otherwise
specified.

Total Performance of the Work shall not be attained until the Contractor has removed his surplus
products, tools, construction machinery and equipment. He shall also have removed waste products and
debris, other than that caused by the Owner, Other Contractors or their employees.

CUTTING AND REMEDIAL WORK

The Contractor shall do the cutting and remedial work required to make the several parts of the Work
come together properly.

The Contractor shall co-ordinate the Work to ensure that this requirement is kept to a minimum.

Should the Owner, the Consultant, Other Contractors or anyone employed by them be responsible for
ill-timed work necessitating cutting or remedial work to be performed, the cost of such cutting or remedial
work shall be valued as provided in GC 12 — VALUATION AND CERTIFICATION OF CHANGES IN THE
WORK.

Cutting and remedial werk shall be performed by specialists familiar with the materials affected and shall
be performed in a manner to neither damage nor endanger the Work.

INSPECTION OF THE WORK

The Owner and the Consultant or their authorized agents or representatives shall at all times have access
to the Work. If parts of the Work are in preparation at locations other than the Place of the Work, the
Owner and the Consultant or their authorized agents or representatives shall be given access to such work
whenever itis in progress.

If work is designated for spegial tests, inspections or approvals in the Contract Documents, or by the
Consultant’s instructions, or the laws or ordinances of the Place of the Work, the Contractor shall give the
Consultant timely notice requesting inspection. Inspection by the Consultant shall be made promptly. The
Contractor shall arrange for inspections by other authorities and shall give the Consultant timely notice of
the date and time.

If the Contractor covers or permits to be covered work that has been designated for special tests,
inspections or approvals before such special tests, inspections or approvals are made, given or completed,
he shall, if so directed, uncover such work, have the inspections or tests satisfactorily completed and make
good such work at his own expense.

The Consultant may order any part or parts of the Work to be specially examined should he believe that
such work is not in accordance with the requirements of the Contract Documents. If, upon examination
such work be found not in accordance with the requirements of the Contract Documents, the Contractor
shall correct such work and pay the cost of examination and correction. If such work be found in
accordance with the requirements of the Contract Documents, the Owner shall pay the cost of examina-
tion and replacement.

The Contractor shall furnish promptly to the Consultant two (2) copies of certificates and inspection
reports relating to the Work.

REJECTED WORK

Defective work, whether the result of poor workmanship, use of defective products, or damage through
carelessness or other act or omission of the Contractor and whether incorporated in the Work or not,
which has been rejected by the Consultant as failing to conform to the Contract Documents shall be
removed promptly from the Place of the Work by the Contractor and replaced or re-executed promptly in
accordance with the Contract Documents at the Contractor’s expense.

Other Contractors’ work destroyed or damaged by such removals or replacements shall be made good
promptly at the Contractor’s expense.

If in the opinion of the Consultant it is not expedient to correct defective work or work not performed in
accordance with the Contract Documents, the Owner may deduct from the monies otherwise due to the
Contractor the difference in value between the work as performed and that called for by the Contract
Documents, the amount of which will be determined in the first instance by the Consuitant.
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SHOP DRAWINGS

The term “shop drawings’’ means drawings, diagrams, illustrations, schedules, performance charts,
brochures and other data which are to be provided by the Contractor to illustrate details of a portion of the
Work.

The Contractor shall arrange for the preparation of clearly identified shop drawings as called for by the
Contract Documents or as the Consultant may reasonably request.

Prior to submission to the Consultant the Contractor shall review all shop drawings. By this review the
Contractor represents that he has determined and verified all field measurements, field construction
criteria, materials, catalogue numbers and similar data or will do so and that he has checked and co-
ordinated each shop drawing with the requirements of the Work and of the Contract Documents. The
Contractor’s review of each shop drawing shall be indicated by stamp, date, and signature of a responsible
person.

The Contractor shall submit shop drawings to the Consultant for his review with reasonable promptness
and in orderly sequence so as to cause no delay in the Work or in the work of Other Contractors. If either
the Contractor or the Consultant so requests they shall jointly prepare a schedule fixing the dates for sub-
mission and return of shop drawings. Shop drawings shall be submitted in the form of reproducible
transparencies or prints as the Consuitant may direct. At the time of submission the Contractor shall notify
the Consultant in writing of any deviations in the shop drawings from the requirements of the Contract
Documents.

The Consultant will review and return shop drawings in accordance with any schedule agreed upon, or
otherwise with reasonable promptness so as to cause no delay. The Consultant’s review will be for
conformity to the design concept and for general arrangement only and such review shall not relieve the
Contractor of responsibility for errors or omissions in the shop drawings or of responsibility for meeting all
requirements of the Contract Documents unless a deviation on the shop drawings has been approved in
writing by the Consultant.

The Contractor shall make any changes in shop drawings which the Consultant may require consistent
with the Contract Documents and resubmit unless otherwise directed by the Consuiiant. When resubmit-
ting, the Contractor shall notify the Consultant in writing of any revisions other than those requested by
the Consuitant.

CASH ALLOWANCES

The Estimated Contract Price includes cash allowances stated in the Contract Documents and itemized in
the Schedule of Contract Unit Prices.

Cash allowances, unless otherwise specified, cover the net cost to the Contractor of services, products,
construction machinery and equipment, freight, unloading, handling, storage, installation and other
authorized expenses incurred in performing the work stipulated under the cash allowances.

The Contract Unit Prices, and not the cash allowances, include the Contractor's overhead and profit in
connection with such cash allowances.

General
These Supplementary General Conditions modify, delete or add to the General
Conditions of the Contract. In the event of a conflict between the General Conditions and
the Supplementary General Conditions, the Supplementary General Conditions take
precedence. Clauses of the General Conditions that have not been specifically modified
shall remain in effect.

Definitions

Owner - means the Regional District of Fraser-Fort George.

Engineer or Consultant - means XCG Consultants Ltd.

Documents

In addition to the signed copy of the contract, the Owner shall furnish to the Contractor,
without charge, four (4) copies of the drawings and specifications.

Time is of the Essence

Time is of the essence in the performance of this Contract. In the event of schedule delay
greater than one week, as determined by the Engineer, the Owner shall have the right to
require the Contractor:

A To increase the manpower or have existing manpower work overtime for work
done by his own forces or for work done by his Subcontractor to complete the
work on schedule, at the Contractor’s expense;

2 To arrange for the work of his suppliers to be accelerated through an increase in
manpower or through overtime work, or both, or pay additional premiums as
necessary to have manufactured components arrive and be installed at the site on
schedule, at the Contractor’s expense;

3 To remove the Subcontractor that is the cause of the delay and replace with
another Subcontractor acceptable to the Owner;

4 To provide additional supervision as necessary.
